Good Afternoon Everyone,

And welcome to Brooklands for this Southern League clash with Dover.
The Kent club have a reputation for hard and fast football and always run us
very close, they even beat us here 1—4 a couple of seasons ago, with the aid
of that ex-Boro dynamo Brian Kelly, who has since moved on to become
player-manager to that other Kent club with sirong Romford connections,
Bexley. Two of our regular first-teamers joined from Dover, Harry Obeney
had a short spell with them after leaving Millwall and of course “clockside
hero™ Robin Chandler gave them very good service. We are now reaching the
climax to what could be a very successful season of Southern League football,
it’s no easy task to maintain such a consistently high place in non-league
soccer, and at this stage in the season our lads always have us on edge, that
they could very well lift the title, and this year is no exception.

Another goal
like that one at Hillingdon last week and we’ll all be happy (especially Terry
and Robin) Hillingdon are still involved in the F.A. Trophy, that's why Mon-
day's game is a re-arranged one, let’s hope that they're too pre-occupied to
notice us stealing another couple of points.
